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1) A large number of chronic inflammatory diseases are associated with certain MHC class II alleles. We have discussed celiac disease, rheumatoid arthritis and type I diabetes in class. For each of these diseases, describe how the structural characteristics of MHC class II molecules are linked to disease.
2) For celiac disease and rheumatoid arthritis, in vivo modified antigens are important. 

            Describe the antigens, the modifications and the enzymes involved. 
3) Discuss the role of disease specific autoantibodies in celiac disease and rheumatoid arthritis.   
4) Describe the role of the neonatal Fc receptor in IgG function. 
5) What is the role of autophagy in adaptive immunity?
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
